Safe Zone Training

This Fall, Dean Mebane and her staff completed Safe Zone training (http://lgbt.unc.edu/allies/safezone.html) to demonstrate a commitment to supporting all students and for the benefit of the training. She also encouraged the Dean’s Office and department chairs and student services staff to complete the training and to promote it within their parts of SPH.

Mentoring

Dean Mebane was the formal advisor for the Minority Student Caucus and the Minority Health Conference. In that capacity, she met with their leadership on a regular basis and provided advice on organizational development and other support for their programs.
Diversity at SPH Orientation

For the first time, OSA offered an orientation called Diversity at SPH. We invited everyone to attend (i.e., We sent the email to all incoming students and did not try to predict who would consider themselves a minority, etc.). The purpose of this session was three-fold: to connect SPH students from various minority groups (e.g., students of color, students who have been out of school for more than 10 years, student from other countries) to each other and to related resources and to discuss related issues. Twenty-two students attended and according to their evaluations, it was much appreciated. We had two students who were there because they have small children and 7-8 who were international students. This was the first orientation in the School, which allowed the topics to be general. Agenda attached.
