	Methods:
	· The DVD delivers an engaging, video-based “soap opera” depicting real-life situations in health care settings, as well as interactive exercises.
· The textbook/workbook provides additional practice exercises and grammar review.  

· The Web provides a “virtual” classroom consisting of additional content, practice exercises and tools that allow students to interact with one another and with the instructor.

· Weekly practice sessions include student conversation partners, telephone sessions with the instructor, and optional campus conversation hours. Focus is on oral communication skills.
